Objective:

1. Have the students complete the Then and Now activity, comparing the prices discussed in the passage to

today’s prices.

Have the students observe and chart each plant’s
progress daily. After several weeks/months, have the students make contrasts and comparisons between the

plants.

4. Complete and review FCAT questions.
